The National Council of Corvette 
Clubs (NCCC) was established in 1959 
by a small group of Corvette owners 
and enthusiasts as an all-volunteer, non-
profit organization.  Since inception, 
NCCC’s purpose has been and still is to 
promote interest in Corvette ownership 
and operation, to publish information 
on the use and operation of the Corvette 
and to establish an organized effort to 
encourage others to participate in the 
enjoyment connected with the use and ownership of America’s Sports 
Car – the Corvette!

As an individual or Corvette Club, you might ask, “What’s in it for 
us, why should we become a member of NCCC?”

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NCCC offers various annual national contests including the 
prestigious Duntov Performance Award which honors clubs 
that demonstrate outstanding performance in achieving the 
purposes and ideals of NCCC.  In addition, NCCC awards 
clubs for annual club newsletter and club web site Contests.
The NCCC national website is our central repository linking 
our regions and clubs around the nation in one common 
location.  It is a resource for our national contests, awards, 
competition programs and membership information in addition 
to providing benefits like classified ads, discount listings, etc.
NCCC provides its members the opportunity to compete 
from the Regional to the National level.  One goal of the sanc-
tioned competition program is to encourage activity among 
individuals and the other 
Corvette clubs within the 
NCCC family. NCCC op-
erates the nationally sanc-
tioned competition pro-
gram to provide uniform 
and fair standards under 
which competition events 
across the nation may be hosted by the individual regions and 
their Corvette clubs.  
An NCCC Club receives National Sanctions annually which 
provide an opportunity for the club to host sanctioned events 

which can finan-
cially benefit the 
club, region or 
even the club’s 
charity.  There are 
numerous types 
of sanctioned 

competition events which include concours d’elegance (car 
shows), drag racing, economy run, funkhana, rallye, speed 
events (high and low) along with time trials.  
NCCC partners with the National Corvette Muse-
um with the NCCC President sitting on the NCM 
Board of Directors.  NCCC has a kiosk display at 
the NCM that showcases many of the NCCC activities.

NCCC is an organization with a focus on charities and 
grants, which began in 1975 and has grown steadily, not 
only in dollar amounts given but also in the area of service.  
Since 1975, NCCC has donated 
over $1.5 million to the Muscular 
Dystrophy Association, the Spina 
Bifida Association of America, the 
National Kidney Foundation and 
now St. Jude Children’s Research Hospital.  Funds for St. 
Jude are raised with a raffle providing the winner a certifi-
cate to purchase a new Corvette.  Under the grants divi-
sion, we have provisions for member hardships.   

If you have ever hosted any variation of a club event, you 
know that event insurance can be very 
costly. As an NCCC affiliated club, 
various levels of insurance coverage are 
available for clubs and members  In-
formation regarding coverages can be 
found on the NCCC web site as FAQs 
under the Insurance Program category.
